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MDCI Dancing Through the Land for Shavuot 2019
& Worshiping with the Living Stones
Daily Itinerary Includes Dance Every Day and Meeting with Believers.
(Schedule subject to change)

Thursday , Day 1 –June 6 : Depart: USA - Israel   

Depart from the US on an overnight trans-Atlantic flight to Israel. Meals and entertainment will be available on board.
Friday , Day 2 – June 7 : Arrival / Jerusalem
Arrival at Ben Gurion Airport, where you will be met by a SHALOM JOUREYS representative and have a drive to your hotel.  

Dinner & overnight in Jerusalem.
Saturday , Day 3-June 8  : Jerusalem Old City  (Shavuot Eve)
After breakfast, enjoy a free morning for Shabbat service for Shavuot.

Around 2 pm, we will drive to the Jaffa Gate, and will do the Walls Ramparts Walk. This is an ideal way to inspect the walls and gates of Jerusalem, pray, and dance. We will see the vibrant and bustling life of the Old City.
We will visit the Garden Tomb where we will consider the spiritual meaning of death and resurrection of Yeshua the Messiah.
Later you can explore the old city on your own and do some shopping. 

Dinner and overnight in Jerusalem.
Sunday, Day 4- June 9 : Jerusalem New & Old City (Shavuot)
We will drive to Mount of Olives for a panoramic view of the city; walk down to the Private Garden of Gethsemane to worship and meditate. 
We will continue to a visit the newly opened museum of “Friends of Zion.”

We will visit the Israel Museum and the Shrine of the Book, where the Dead Sea Scrolls are housed and the miniature model of Jerusalem as it was during the Second Temple period.
We will drive to the Shfela via Ella Valley & and visit the Stalactite cave (Abshalom Cave). 

In the evening we will enjoy the "Haleluya" ; City Of David – nighttime light show 
Dinner and overnight in Jerusalem.
Monday, Day 5-June 10 :  Old & New City   
After breakfast, start the day with a visit at the Second Temple area at the Davidson Center, with its fine, on-site museum and a 3-D presentation of the reconstruction of the Temple. We will walk up the original Temple steps and dance unto Him. We will walk on a first century street and see numerous mikva’ot (ritual baths) used by worshipers.
While we enter the walled city we will have a view of the Temple Mount. 
Later we will walk along the Western Wall Tunnels to experience the full length of the wall erected by King Herod. Continue to the Pools of Bethesda and the Antonia Fortress.
Dinner and overnight in Jerusalem.
Tuesday, Day 6- June 11: Dead Sea / Massada / kfar Hanokdim 
After breakfast drive along the shores of the Dead Sea, the lowest place on earth to see beautiful Ein Gedi, the desert oasis where David hid from King Saul. 

Later we will drive to Massada, the last stronghold of the Jews after the destruction of the Second Temple in 70 A.D. Ascend Massada by cable car and visit the food storeroom, water irrigation system, Herod’s Palace, and dance in the ancient synagogue. We will visit Kfar Hanokdim for Authentic Bedouin hospitality and lunch as well as camel ride. 
Free time to enjoy spa facilities of the hotel and swim in the unique waters of the Dead Sea . 
Overnight at the Dead Sea.
Wednesday , Day 7- June 12 : Beer Sheva / Air Force Museum / Nazareth / Tiberias  
After breakfast depart hotel and drive to Beer Sheva to visit Abraham's well, a visitors’ center dedicated to Abraham, who lived in Beersheba, and the biblical connection to the city.Abraham gave seven ewe lambs to Abimelech as witness that he dug the well himself. Abimelech accepted the lambs and the two men swore an oath in the place, named Beer Sheva. The well is in the center of the courtyard. It is 3 meters in diameter and 26 meters deep. The top part of the well is lined with stones, probably from the Byzantine period, and the bottom part is cut into the bedrock.   
We will continue to Visit the Israeli Air Force Museum at Hatzerim Air base to see an exhibition of Historic Israeli Air Force plans and hear the story of this Elite Branch of Israeli Defense Forces. We will continue to Nazareth via Cana of Galilee. We will also visit Nazareth Village and learn how life was 2000 years ago. We will enjoy here lunch. Dinner at Carolyn Hyde’s home.

Overnight in at Ein Gev Kibbutz on the Sea of Galilee.
Thursday, Day 8- June 13 : Mt Beatitude/Capernaum/Betsaida/Mt Bental/Golan Heights 

10:00   Elderly  day care at Kibutz Masada .
After breakfast drive to Mount of Beatitudes – where Yeshua delivered the Sermon on the Mount. We will continue to Capernaum and visit the remains of the 2nd century synagogue. Afterwards, visit Bethsaida where Yeshua fed the multitude with five loaves and two fish. Continue to the Golan Heights & visit Mount Bental and blow the shofar. If time permits visit Gamla– one of the strongholds in the Golan.
Dinner and overnight at Ein Gev Kibbutz on the Sea of Galilee in Tiberias.
Friday , Day 9-June 14 : Boat ride / Ancient Boat /Megiddo / Tel Aviv 
After breakfast, we will take a boat ride with Daniel Carmel Worship Boat, on the Sea of Galilee.

We will visit the Ancient boat dated back to the times of Yeshua.
We will continue to Megiddo, identified as the site of Armageddon; visit the archaeological excavations including the well-preserved water supply system. Drive south along the Coastal road to Tel Aviv.
Dinner & overnight in Tel Aviv.
Saturday , Day 10-June 15 : Neot Kedumim / Tel Aviv 
After breakfast, we will visit The Ayalon Institute where residents of this kibbutz engaged in an ingenious plan of survival. We will then visit Rabin's Square, the place of assassination of Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin. Drive via Old Jaffa, an 8000 year old port city Drive to Neot kedumim and plant a tree. Return to Tel Aviv & enjoy the beautiful beaches of Tel Aviv  

Dinner and overnight in Tel Aviv.
Sunday , Day 11- June 16 : Tel Aviv/Ben Gurion Airport
